Boise CVB wins bid:  Boise will host NASCOE in 2012 
Boise, ID – The Boise Convention & Visitors Bureau successfully competed for the bid to host the National Association of FSA (Farm Service Agency) County Office Employees (NASCOE) during the group’s annual meeting in Hot Springs, AR earlier this month.  

Site decision-makers had narrowed their choices to Boise or Williamsburg, North Carolina.  Lisa Edens, Senior Sales Manager for the Boise CVB traveled to Hot Springs to make the bid presentation.  She has worked with the local Idaho Association of FSA County Office Employees (IASCOE) for two years to bring this group to Boise.  A site visit by the Secretary of NASCOE and their meeting coordinator is planned for September 16-19, 2010.
After the site was selected, Dale George, 2012 Convention Chair expressed his appreciation for the Boise CVB and Lisa Edens, “Your personal efforts and attention to the needs and interests of NASCOE members proved to be a major deciding factor in Idaho winning the bid for 2012.  Many of the Convention delegates stated that your presentation was the deciding factor in their decision to change their vote from North Carolina to Idaho for 2012.”
The NASCOE meeting scheduled for August 7-11, 2012, is expected to bring 600-800 people to Boise for its meeting at Boise Centre.  The Grove Hotel is the headquarters property, with attendees also staying at the Owyhee Plaza, Hampton Inn & Suites and possibly other downtown locations.  The group has the potential to spend $552,000 in the Boise area.  
Media Note:   In light of the current situation between the Boise CVB and GBAD, we want to clarify that Lisa Edens’ travel expenses were paid with Idaho Travel Council grant dollars while her salary was paid with GBAD funds paid to the Bureau.  The Boise CVB continues to function as it has in the past to bring more groups and visitors to Boise, so they may continue to enhance our economy.  

The potential for spending is figured at $230 per person, per day, for a 3-day stay, using the high number of 800 people.  (Formula from DMAI Convention Spending Summary)
